and
GARDEN BASKET EMBROIDERY

Sign up for the Second Saturday Sampler demo for 2012! We will be making 10-inch finished
sampler blocks. These will be available in three different color ways. In addition, each month a
coordinating appliqué block series —Garden Basket Embroidery, a 10-inch block, is available for
a separate fee. Dates for Demo: Feb. 11, March 10, April 7*, May 12, June 9, July 14, Aug.
11, Sept. 8, Oct. 6, Nov. 10, Dec. 8 & Jan. 12 (Dates subject to change due to unforeseen
events) *First Saturday due to quilt show in Tifton on April 14

Here is how it works:

On the second Saturday of each month, we will introduce that month’s block and give a
short demonstration of a technique or tool that can be used to make that block. Second
Saturday Sampler 2012 starts Feb 11, 2012. Demo times are 9:30 a.m. and 10:30 a.m.
You can choose which demo time to attend. You can change your time month to month
to suit your needs. You DO NOT need to tell us which time slot you will be attending

To join the Second Saturday Sampler, pick a color way and pay $7.00 registration fee. To
insure your Kit is ready, please do so before February 1. Your kit will contain the pattern
and fabric for the pieced block. This year there is an optional finishing kit and 2 extra
blocks, or you can choose to do any setting you wish.

Attend the demo. Go home and make the block. Bring it to the following month’s Second
Saturday and you get your next kit for FREE! For example, bring February’s finished
block back to the March 10th demo and get March’s block free.

If you do your homework and attend every Second Saturday you will have 12 completed
blocks for $7.00.

If you choose to make the Garden Basket embroidery there is a fee for each block. In
addition, you must supply your own background fabric. If you want a different
background fabric for each block, you will need a 12" square of background fabric for
each month’s block (the block will finish as a 10 inch block). If you want to buy enough
background fabric for all twelve blocks, you will need 1% yard of fabric. If you want to
use the same background fabric throughout your quilt top, you may wish to buy extra
background fabric to use in connecting blocks or a border. The pattern for Garden Basket
embroidery is $5.00/month. Optional floss package will be available.

There are few conditions:

If you want to make the block in more than one of the color ways offered, you may, but
you only get one free kit. You must pay $7.00/month for any additional Kits.

To get your free kit, you must come to the Saturday Sampler demo and sit through the
demonstration. There are NO exceptions!

If the class has started or there is no more room, please wait for the next session.

If you can’t come one Saturday or don’t complete your block, you can buy that month’s
kit for $7.00 while supplies last. Bring it to next month’s class and that month’s kit will
be free.

If you choose to drop out, please call and tell us. We are preparing your Kit each month
and we need an accurate count. We can only accommodate so many participants. There is
usually a waiting list to fill your spot.

Seasonal residents- Sorry, we will not ship your blocks to you while you are away.

New Quilters — This is not a beginner level class. We strongly suggest you take a
beginning level class to learn hands on how to master your seam allowance, rotary
cutting accuracy and quilt completion.
